 Camping
All camping spots have been allocated. If you requested to camp with friends/club then
you will be, if you didn’t then you won’t be. Your camping number has been sent out along
with a plan of the site with your running orders. NO NEED TO BOOK IN.
Please ensure that you park in the marked out plots. TOWBAR on the wooden peg. Do not
obstruct the roadways with cars, equipment etc
Please ensure you have adequate fire fighting equipment. (Extinguisher or bucket of water
by your tow bar)
If you are not staying for the duration, then please vacate your camping spot by 11am so
that anyone due to camp in the spot you have been in may arrive for 11.30am.

Camping Passes
If you have received your entries online, please collect your camping passes from the secretaries office. All camping passes must

be prominently displayed - we will be monitoring/checking camping units throughout the weekend.

 The venue
We are keen to keep this lovely venue & so will be strict on two things:-

1. DOG NOISE
Competitors who allow their dog/dogs to make excessive noise during unsociable hours
(Early morning & evenings & night) will be requested by the show manager to keep them
quiet. Failure to do so would result in the competitor being required to leave the venue
within 1 hour of the decision of the show manager.

2. DOG MESS
Each handler may have NO MORE THAN 2 DOGS OFF LEAD at any time on the exercise area.

Please clear up after your dogs, anyone not doing so will be asked to leave the showground
forfeiting any remaining entries.

 Exercising the Dog
Two exercise areas have been set-aside for you to exercise your dog. Please place all dog
mess in the Black Bin liners or skips around the site.

 Exercise area: 
No throwing of toys on the exercise area on the main showground. Toys may be thrown on the main exercise area, but please be

courteous to other users. There will be no black bags on this field, so please deposit your poo bags directly in the skips on re-
entering the main showground.

If the ground becomes boggy & you find that your vehicle /caravan gets stuck , please do
not churn up the venue, instead please let the show organisers know so that we can help
you off site safely.

 Day Parking
Please do not arrive before 7am!

Tannoy
We will be keeping the tannoy announcement to a minimum, so please be aware

that it is your responsibility to be at the ring at the correct time.
In order to help with “Noise reduction” the tannoy will not start each day until 9am.. Please
ensure you get to the rings on time to start at 8.30am.
